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As we approach the end of the Autumn Term, ensuring high pupil attendance remains a top priority. Our 
ongoing Attendance Improvement Project is showing positive results and we are pleased to report an 
improvement in our pupil attendance compared to the Autumn Term of 2023. Although we haven't yet 
reached the national target of 95%, we're making good progress.
